Look for the Nominating Committee’s slate
of officers elsewhere in this newsletter.
And there is a rumor going around that
there will be some other people running
also. Please remember that persons who
wish to oppose anyone on the official slate
needs to submit a petition to the Secretary
at least ten (10) days prior to the election.
This needs to include a statement to the
effect that the nominee is willing to serve if
elected and contain the signatures of at
least 10% of the Active Members of the
church. At this point there need to be
three (3) signatures.

Our Policy Committee has come up with a final
copy of the Safe Church policy. The Board of
Directors at our May meeting will adopt this and we
will ask the Membership to ratify this decision at
the next Congregational Meeting.

We will also be looking at a firearms policy. The
three basic options are:
1. Continue as we have been, allowing
people with Concealed Carry Permits to
carry with no restrictions.

2. Instruct the Board of Directors to inform anyone found to be carrying a weapon that we
don’t allow firearms in the building, asking them to return the weapon to their vehicle.
3. Post signs in accordance with the law stating that firearms are not permitted.
I'll have more to say about it at the Congregational Meeting.
